BIRDING IN CROSS CREEK RANCH

With over 200 birds observed this year in Fort Bend County, you can expect to
find many of them in Cross Creek Ranch. One of the many interesting birds you
may find throughout the year is the Ibis. While most commonly seen from spring
to fall, the long down-curved bill makes this bird unmistakable. They are often
seen in marshes or flooded fields. The White |bises and Glossy Ibis pictured
here were seen after a hard rain in August, in one of the flat open fields in our
community. The mottled bird you see is a juvenile White Ibis The darker Glossy
Ibis is an uncommon sighting. Cross Creek Ranch offers an inviting habitat for
a large variety of species. You may be surprised what you find if you are really
looking. You can learn more about birds seen in our area at www.ebird.org, or

via Cornell Lab’s eBird app, where you can also share your own sightings.
