LETTER FROM THE MUD

April 2017

NOTICE FROM THE CROSS CREEK RANCH DISTRICTS (FBC MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NOS. 169-173)
(THE “DISTRICTS”)

The purpose of this notice is to provide an update on the suit filed by the City of Fulshear on September 28, 2016. In the suit, the
City requested a court to declare:

1. The City is not required to make its tax rebate payments to the Districts under the utility agreements between
the City and the Districts. The Districts objected to this issue in court. On January 11,2017, the Court determined it did
not have jurisdiction to hear the City’s claim related to its rebate payment obligations and dismissed that claim “without
prejudice” (meaning that claim could be brought again in the future).

2. The City is authorized to issue up to $6,500,000 in certificates of obligations. The Districts did not object to this
issue. On January 17, 2017, the Court ruled that the City has the authority to issue the proposed certificates of obligation,
and the City’s suit was concluded.

The Districts understand the City has concerns over its rebate payment obligations, and the Districts are interested in trying to
agree on a mutually acceptable restructuring of the rebate. The Districts are committed to keeping your taxes as low as possible
while still meeting the Districts’ contractual obligations for the infrastructure that serves our community.
