They were back in action in short order cleaning streets
and assessing maintenance needs and action plans.

The outpouring of donations and contributions from Cross Creek Ranch residents
to area shelters and collection points was remarkable. Fulshear PD Chief Kenny
Seymore shared a telling story about the evacuation order for Weston Lakes. A
call to serve spread quickly among our CCR community as residents showed up
in masse in their SUVs and vans to assist in moving Weston Lakes evacuees from
harm's way.
